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Roza Nolcheva graduated from the Musicology department of the Faculty of Music in Skopje, continuing to earn her Masters degree in Arts Criticism and Music Management at City University-London. During her studies she has earned many awards including the scholarship for talented students awarded by both the Macedonian Ministry for education and the Ministry for Culture and the Chevening Scholarship for her studies in the UK awarded by the British Foreign and Commonwealth office. 
She has worked as a music critic for “Vest”daily in Skopje and has taken part in numerous conferences, training courses and seminars about Macedonian music, Cultural policy and Music Management, Intercultural learning, International youth cultural management as well as Orchestra management and networking. In 2005 Roza Nolcheva was a guest lecturer at the New Bulgarian University in Sofia speaking about the new practices for implementation of young performers in the professional music environment.
Her works include analyses of the Cultural transition in Macedonia, Artist management trends in Macedonia and the Balkans, and has also published papers dedicated to the Macedonian Ortodox chant and Young Macedonian composers. She is Macedonia’s only delegate at the International Society for the Performing arts Foundation (ISPA).
For many years, Roza Nolcheva was part of the team of the Jeunesses Musicales Macedonia in charge of the summer music camp and the Chamber orchestra of JMM. She still works closely with this organization in promotion of young Macedonian musicians.

Roza Nolcheva is currently working as Music Producer for the Macedonian Philharmonic in Skopje and is affiliated to Robert Gilder and Company Artists Management in London as their Balkans representative.
